Since 2001 Amani Children’s Home has been a haven of peace and safety for Tanzania’s most vulnerable children, children
as young as 8 who have been orphaned or left homeless because of extreme poverty and abuse. Amani Children’s Home is
committed to reducing the number of children living on the streets in Tanzania by providing a nurturing place for street
children to heal, grow, and learn. In addition to providing long-term care and education, Amani aims to reunite children with
their relatives whenever possible and to equip their families with the tools they need to be self-sustainable. Friends of Amani
Canada is a Canadian Registered Charity # 83170 1354 RR0001.

Each year the funds raised through the campaign will be donated to Amani Children’s Home and will be used to fund
building improvements and equipment as well as subsidize tuition, housing, food, social work and medical costs for
Tanzania’s most vulnerable children.

In 2016, Amani won the prestigious AFRICA NGO LEADERSHIP AWARD for its "excellent leadership and management
skills, and exemplary track record in making a real difference in the lives of street children in Tanzania". The Director of
Amani is a passionate leader, skilled child psychologist, and expert on street children with more than 20 years of experience
working to improve the lives of marginalized children around the world.
